Your child has received a reading for pleasure book this week. We are aware that it is a possibility that your child may have already read the book. Please use this as an opportunity to continue to build on your child's phonetical confidence with a book that they are familiar with. We are amidst reassessing the children on their phonetical ability so please don't be concerned if your child has regressed slightly over the summer holiday as this is only natural given the amount of time that they have had off.
Similar to last year, the children will still have access to the Big Cat Collins e library. This is a fantastic resource that allows us to set books linked to what they are reading in school. Whilst we are still assessing the children, it would be most beneficial if you could revisit some of those books at home in the meantime. As the half term progresses, we will begin to set new books.
Please be mindful that it is important to check for comprehension and understanding of the texts that your children are reading. Children should not progress through the reading levels without good understanding of the words that they are reading.
